Never attach or hang items to any part of the bunk bed that are
not designed to be used with the bed, for example but not limited to: ropes, strings,
cords, hooks, belts and bags.

Children can become trapped between the bed and the wall, a roof pitch, the ceiling,
adjoining pieces of furniture and the like.

Please pay attention to the maximum mattress thickness which is 16cm for high
beds and upper bunks but may be less for trundle drawers.

The use of water or sleep flotation mattresses is prohibited.

Ventilation of the room is necessary to keep the humidity low and to prevent mould
in and around the bed.

Do not place the bed near a heat source such as electrical heating, gas heating etc.
to avoid any fire hazard.

Never clean your bed with abrasive cleaners or strong detergents. Clean ONLY by
wiping with a damp cloth and drying with a soft cloth.
